This morning you will be taken to see Terracotta Warriors - the Terra Cotta Warriors and Horses are
the most significant archaeological excavations of the 20th century. Work is ongoing at this site, which
is around 1.5 kilometres east of Emperor Qin Shi Huang's Mausoleum, Lintong County, Shaanxi province.
It is a sight not to be missed by any visitor to China. You will visit all three excavation pits, and enjoy a
special IMAX style film presentation. You will even learn how to make a terra cotta warrior by yourself.
Next you will visit a Terracotta Reproduction Shop where you will learn how terracotta warriors are
made.

Continue on to the fascinating Bell and Drum Tower Square and explore Muslim Quarter, one of the
liveliest old quarters of any Chinese city, with its vibrant street markets and narrow cobbled lanes.
Enjoy Shaanxi Opera (Qingiang Opera) at Grand Courtyard of Gao.

03 August, 2017: Shanghai

Whichever nickname you prefer, “Paris of the Orient” or “Pearl of China”, Shanghai captures the essence
of new China, as well as its centuries of history and culture. Your tour begins with Jade Buddha
Temple. It was built during the Guangxu period of the Qing Dynasty (A.D. 1875-1909) with its priceless
collection of jade statues from Burma. The construction of the temple is in the magnificent architectural
style of the Song Dynasty. There are monks currently living in the Temple and the Temple houses the
Shanghai Buddhist Institute. Next you will visit some classic sights from the Ming and Qing dynasties,
when you visit the enchanting Yuyuan Garden and Shanghai Old Street. The garden covers a
significant space and includes many halls, springs and other buildings of interest. The visit brings you
back to Ming Dynasty (A.D. 1368-1644).

Then, the tour stops at the Bund on Shanghai’s waterfront, a showcase of pre-1949 architecture. The
symbol of old and new Shanghai, Bund is Shanghai's most famous landmark. Four kilometers long, the
Bund has long been one of the most important areas in Shanghai, and a must to visit to every visitor. In
the 1930s, the row of buildings was host to the city's financial and commercial centers and the world's
greatest banks and trading empires established a base here.

After lunch you will make a visit to Shanghai Museum. The museum design is in keeping with Feng
Shui principles. It houses a great permanent collection and hosts various exhibitions with over 120,000
pieces including bronze ware, ceramics, paintings, calligraphy, sculpture, ancient Chinese coins, jade
carving, ancient furniture, and western art, which shows you 5000 years history of China.
